Bonita Canyon is bordered by MacArthur

Boulevard to the East, San Joaquin Road to the 
North, the 405 Freeway to the South and Newport 
Coast Drive to the West.
HOMES:

There are 287 single-family homes where 
homeownership is a cherished tradition.
